Mobile Data Terminal (MDT) 
Most larger police agencies have a requirement for a wireless mobile data 
terminal system. MDTs offer several obvious benefits to police departments:  

• radio transmissions are more secure (scanners cannot listen in on MDT 
based digital dialog) 

• workload management in the communication center is improved 
• time utilization statistics are collected which enable better time 

management of officers and thus, greater efficiency 

The Versadex MDT increases the officer’s independence when on patrol. For 
example, it permits them to perform checks on suspicious activity without 
needing to interrupt or depend on others at the communication center. Officer 
safety is improved since officers can perform checks themselves knowing that 
the dispatcher will try to contact them by voice when they have timed out while at
scene or when they are out of vehicle for a street check. Finally, in the event of 
an emergency, officers are confident that with a single keystroke, they can send 
for emergency help.  

Versaterm’s MDT interface software is designed to operate as an optional 
extension to our Versadex CAD product. Versaterm has been offering MDT 
support since 1987. The MDT application can also operate in conjunction with 
the MRE on the same notebook. Both are highly integrated and designed to co-
exist. Because Versaterm is controlling both applications, priorities can be set to 
designate which application is the ‘master’. For example, if an officer is in the 
middle of completing a report on the MRE and a message comes into the MDT, 
the MDT window will instantly activate to advise the officer.  

The latest Versadex MDT software has features that make it independent of the 
radio medium or modems used to link the mobile workstations with the host site. 
It also allows different mobiles to interact with different public and private radio 
systems and properly supports modern, shared trunking radio environments.  

The MDT functionality covers four broad transaction categories: 
• Dispatch related transactions such as dispatch receipt, status updating,

The MDT has extremely efficient query tools. Versadex integration allows officers 
to create multiple queries of different databases from a single source. 

That means that they enter query parameters once and then identify which 
databases (e.g., RMS, NCIC/CPIC, State, and DMV) should be queried. The 
MDT can even be configured to default those queries to those that officers use 
most often.
